YSU Basketball Highlights
Under Coach Slocum

2006-07
• Program had a seven-win improvement from previ-
ous season
• Fourth-place fi nish, seven Horizon League wins were 
school records
• YSU played a school record 31 games
• YSU won 10 homes games for the fourth time since 
1986-87
• Earned school’s first victory at Kent State since         
December 1956
• School won fi rst postseason game since 2003
• Defeated NCAA Tournament participants Eastern 
Kentucky and Wright State
• YSU won its most road games since 2000-01
• In February, hosted school’s fi rst postseason game 
since 1995

2005-06
• Picked up school’s largest margin of victory over a 
Division I opponent since January 1998 | 25 against 
Green Bay
• Quin Humphrey led the Horizon League in scoring 
and rebounding
• Set a school record for 3-point attempts, while rank-
ing second in 3-point makes
• Committed just 368 turnovers, the fourth fewest in 
school history
• Derrick Harris led the Horizon League in assists
• YSU had the top statistical Horizon League leaders in 
scoring, rebounding and assists

...That YSU has had a player score at least 30 points on 
nine occasions
...That Quin Humphrey was named two-time fi rst-team 
All-Horizon League (fi rst time in YSU history)
...Coach Jerry Slocum is one of just 50 all-time colle-
giate coaches to record at least 600 career victories.
